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The construction sector builds, alters and maintains 
residential and nonresidential buildings and infrastructure. 
From 2007 to 2010, construction lost a sizable number of 
jobs, and many of them did not return after the recession. 
In 2016, construction contributed $91.2 billion to Texas’ 
economy. WOMEN ACCOUNT FOR 19 PERCENT OF THE 
STATE’S 726,000 JOBS IN THIS SECTOR.

CONCLUSION
Of all sectors of the Texas economy, construction has the 
lowest share of jobs held by women; but women are more 
concentrated in construction in Texas than in the nation. Texas 
women working in construction generate additional business 
activities that ultimately support about 162,000 jobs in all 
other industries of the state economy.
